ANSTY AND STAPLEFIELD PARISH COUNCIL

The minutes of the meeting of Ansty and Staplefield Parish Council held in the Committee Room above Staplefield Village Hall on Monday 14th June 2010 at 8.00pm.

PUBLIC SESSION

Brian Fletcher, on behalf of Ansty Sports and Social Club, thanked the Parish Council for their work and support to date on the proposals for a new community building in Ansty.  The Sports and Social Club have so far raised £40k towards a new facility.  It has not been possible to apply for any grants because they do not currently have security of tenure either freehold or leasehold and they do not know the size of the plot available to them.  However, they have received some support from both the English Cricket Board and the Football Foundation and anticipate that grants will be achievable at the appropriate time.
1. Apologies for absence.
None received.
2. Declarations of interest in items on the agenda.
Pete Bradbury declared a prejudicial interest in item 6 because he lives next door to the Ansty Village Hall.  Jon Gilley and Simon Stokes also declared prejudicial interests in item 6 because they are trustees of the Village Hall Trust.

3. Minutes of the meeting held on 10th May 2010.
The minutes were AGREED and signed by the Chairman.

4. Update on Parish Council vacancy.
Pete Bradbury has spoken to someone who might be interested in joining the Parish Council.


5.  Parish Council’s Annual Return for the financial year 2009/2010.
The clerk presented a summary of the accounts for the year 2009/2010.  The internal auditor has completed the internal audit and is satisfied with the accounts and the controls put in place by the Council.  The Finance Committee has also recommended that the Council sign the Annual Return.  It was AGREED that Section 1, Accounting Statements and Section 2, Annual governance statement, should be signed by the Chairman.
6. Rebuilding of Village Hall and Sports and Social Club in Ansty. 
Pete Bradbury thanked Kaye Whiting, Crispin Salimbeni and the clerk for their work in preparing the proposal document which was circulated prior to the meeting.  Pete Bradbury has discussed the situation with some MSDC Councillors who are generally supportive of a new building in Ansty.  MSDC would like to have a meeting with representatives from the Parish Council, Village Hall Trust and the Sports and Social Club. The Council is pleased that MSDC is taking this initiative.

7. Council’s policy towards housing in the parish.
With the new government there will be changes in housing policy.  MSDC will need to revise their plans and it was agreed that it would be a good idea to get involved in these at an early stage. Pete Bradbury will hold informal discussions with MSDC.


8. To receive minor matters and items for the next agenda.
a) Katy Bourne has met with Jayne Milne, PCSO and will be establishing a Neighbourhood Watch in Pickwell Lane and Broxmead Lane.
