ANSTY AND STAPLEFIELD PARISH COUNCIL

The minutes of the meeting of the Planning Committee held in Ansty Village Hall on Monday 18th January 2010 at 7.30pm 
Present: Pete Bradbury (Chair), Jon Gilley (standing in for Caroline Birthright), Simon Stokes, Brian Wright, Kaye Whiting (late arrival).
Also Present: Liz Bennett (Clerk), Edward King (District Councillor), 7 members of the public.

Public Session
Mr Conway spoke regarding the WSCC Minerals and Waste Plan.  He and other residents are concerned that land to the south of the A272 has been identified in the plan as a possible site for waste from London.  They are concerned about both the visual impact in this rural area and also the potential increase in traffic flows through the village.  Mr Bradbury explained he has been in correspondence with WSCC regarding this and that the plan is in a very stage.  A large number of sites have been identified but none of them have yet been evaluated for their suitability and the land owners have not been consulted. The land is not in this parish but in Cuckfield parish and he knows that they have written to WSCC regarding this.  He urged the residents to write individually to Derek Wittington, the Cabinet Member for Highways and Strategic Planning.  It was agreed also that the Parish Council will keep a watching brief on this issue.

4. Planning Decisions from MSDC.
The following decisions were noted:
a) 09/03227/FUL Garden Cottage, Cleavers Lane, Cuckfield. Demolition of existing outbuildings and construction of rear extension. Granted.

b) 09/03378/FUL Holly Tree House, Cuckfield Road, Burgess Hill. Single storey side extension (lobby) and replacement detached garage. Granted.

c) 09/03113/FUL 3 Council Cottages, Staplefield Road, Cuckfield. Proposed new crossover and driveway to front for disabled occupier. Granted.

d) 09/03455/FUL Brookmead, Cuckfield. Single storey rear extension. Granted.

5. Planning Applications. 
a) 09/03577/ADV Ansty Cross Inn, Cuckfield Road, Ansty. Proposed roof banner (PVC) in full colour advertising meal services. The Committee object to this application because the visual impact is inappropriate in a rural area.  It is out of keeping with the village centre.
b) 09/03579/FUL Beech Farm, Whiteman’s Green, Cuckfield. Single storey extension to kitchen, balcony, garage conversion, replacement porch and loft conversion.  Amended description only – no new plans. Noted.
Kaye Whiting arrived.
c) 09/03353/FUL Ansty Cross Inn. Add to existing extractor outside unit (amended plans).  The Committee is still unable to comment on this because of the lack of information.  The Committee is concerned at the lack of progress on this issue and feel that the applicant may be dragging his heels; they urge that this is resolved quickly.

8. Minor matters and items for the next agenda.
