
 ANSTY AND STAPLEFIELD PARISH COUNCIL

The minutes of the meeting of the Facilities and General Purposes Committee held in the Committee Room above Staplefield Village Hall on Monday 11th October 2010 at  8.00 pm.
Present: Kaye Whiting (chair), Pete Bradbury, Crispin Salimbeni, Brian Wright, Jon Gilley, Simon Stokes (for Katy Bourne)
Also Present: Liz Bennett (clerk), 
1. Apologies for absence
Apologies were accepted from Katy Bourne. Simon Stokes attended the meeting in her place.
2. Declarations of interest.
Pete, Jon and Simon declared interests in item 7a. Pete also declared a personal interest in item 5a.
3. The minutes of the meeting held on 14th June 2010.
The minutes were AGREED and signed by the Chairman.
4. Ansty Matters
a. Replacement of Ansty Village Sign.
An article has been placed in the Middy and a notice is on the board asking for design ideas.  The clerk has also written to a local artist suggested by the Residents Association. It was AGREED that a Working Party be formed of Jon, Simon and the clerk to progress this.  They will have delegated authority to agree the design and commission the painting of it.  A grant of £500 is available for this and the Parish Council could add a further £500 to this is necessary.
b. Poor condition of Ansty bus shelter.
It was AGREED that the bus shelter is in need of repair.  Authority was delegated to the clerk to progress this. Simon Stokes is aware of someone who may be able to act as the Parish Council handyman.  The clerk will confirm public liability requirements etc.
5. Staplefield Matters 
a. Upgrading pavilion and sporting equipment.
It was AGREED that the refurbished practise net and sight screen can be purchased using the WSCC CLC grant obtained earlier in the year.  The remaining work is dependent on the receipt of a grant which has been applied for from MSDC.  The Grants Committee meet on 19th October.
b. Second grass cut is required in Staplefield.
It was AGREED that a second grass cut is not required around outer common in Staplefield.


6. Planting scheme in Brook Street.
A grant for £500 has been obtained and must be claimed before February. Christian Threader, who currently maintains Ansty garden has been approached for a quote based on a brief provided by Brian Wright and other residents. Authority was delegated to Brian Wright and the clerk to progress this within the grant limit of £500.

7. Non FGP Matters

a. Ansty Community and Sports Centre. Pete Bradbury, Simon Stokes and Jon Gilley all have an interest in this item, but remained in the room because the item is for update purposes only.

Kaye Whiting provided a brief update.  The Project Steering Group will be meeting with three companies on Friday: Scandia Hus, Ecotecture and Scandicom.  Katy Bourne attended the recent Airs Conference and met a man who was involved in the building of Dial Post village hall who has offered to meet with the Steering Group.  A visit has been arranged to Dial Post village hall next week.

8. Reports from meetings attended, not covered elsewhere on the agenda.
None received.

9. Financial Matters

a. Schedule of payments. The payments were AGREED.
b. Receipts and bank reconciliation for September. These were noted along with the budget position as at end September.

11. Minor matters and items for the next agenda.
