 ANSTY AND STAPLEFIELD PARISH COUNCIL

The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held in the Committee Room above Staplefield Village Hall on Monday 13th December 2010 at  8.00 pm.
Present: Pete Bradbury (Chair), Kaye Whiting, Jon Gilley, Crispin Salimbeni, Katy Bourne, Brian Wright.

Also Present: Liz Bennett (clerk), Edward King.
1. Apologies for absence
Apologies were accepted from Simon Stokes.
2. Declarations of interest.
Jon Gilley declared a personal interest in item 4 because he is a member of the Village Hall Trust. Pete Bradbury declared an interest in item 4 because he lives next door. 

3. Minutes of the meeting held on 8th November 2010.
The minutes were AGREED and signed by the Chairman.
4. New Community and Sports Centre in Ansty.
A letter has been received from AVHT stating that it would like to lead the joint project for the management and rebuild of the new Ansty Community and Sports Centre. AS&SC have written to confirm that it would like to proceed with the original arrangement i.e. Parish Council led project. 
The Parish Council do not believe that AVHT will gain the support of MSDC or AS&SC and so it was AGREED that the Parish Council should continue with the project as before.  It is recognised that public support will be vital for the project to succeed and that the public consultation that was planned with architects visuals will be an important part of this. The meetings with the architects that were cancelled as a result of the letter should now go ahead.

The clerk was asked to write to both AVHT and AS&SC to ask that they confirm whether their support, as detailed in letters to Cllr Pru Moore of MSDC, still stands.  The composition of the Steering Group will be changed to include two members each from AVHT, AS&SC and the Parish Council.  If AVHT choose to withdraw then there other options for financing which can be explored further.
5. F&GP Matters
· Ansty Village Sign.
It was agreed that the new sign should be based on the original sign by James Forsyth and that it needs to be produced as soon as possible. The clerk was asked to obtain some quotes for the next meeting.

Brian Wright updated the council on the problems with the Brook Street sign which has split.  It appears that the fault lies with the manufacturer of the original board on which the sign was the painted.  The clerk was asked to write to them to reclaim the costs for producing it because it is not fit for purpose.
· Ansty bus shelter repairs. The council has been unable to find a handyman to undertake this work and so the clerk was asked to contact Brian Fletcher for a quote.
· Quotes for next year for the facilities budget.
The following quotes were AGREED:
Seed Services quote – a 3% increase on this year for likely fuel increases.

Outfield £2235+VAT

Cricket Square £4835+VAT based on 40 fixtures.  Each additional booking is charged at £40.

Henry Kinnard quote – a 2.5% increase on this year.

£1244.11 to include mowing and strimming around bus shelter, playground, war memorial, sign and one mow of commons with no pick up.  This includes just one mow of the upper commons and rough areas.


Foster Playscapes

Playground inspections £390 no change on last year.

Ansty Green maintenance, Christian Threader.

£1100, no change on last year.

£350 for Brook Street maintenance.
6. Reports from County and District Councillors.
Cllr Edward King (MSDC) provided an update on some planning issues and asked that the Parish Council look out for the revised Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment (SHLAA) that has been produced by MSDC.

Pete Bradbury spoke as the County Councillor and provided an update on the spending cuts at WSCC. There should be little impact on front line services. He also mentioned that the new 30mph speed limit signs in Ansty should be in place this week.
