ANSTY AND STAPLEFIELD PARISH COUNCIL

The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on Monday 13th September 2010 at 8.00pm.
Present: Pete Bradbury (Chair), Kaye Whiting, Jon Gilley, Crispin Salimbeni, Brian Wright.

Also Present: Liz Bennett (clerk), Simon Nicholas – Nymans Gardens, 8 members of the public.

PUBLIC SESSION
Simon Nicholas from Nymans Gardens provided a short presentation on Nymans Gardens and explained that they are keen to forge links with the parish council.  They offer a free admission card to residents of the parish which the clerk agreed to publicise. They might also be able to help with the Tree Warden vacancy or offer advice on these matters.  The Chairman thanked him for attending and hopes that we can work together in the future.
Other members of the public attended regarding the new community building in Ansty. Maureen Gibson stated that public consultation should take place as soon as possible to stop rumours and that the project needs to get moving quickly.

The Chairman was also asked what progress had been made towards the introduction of a 30mph speed limit in Ansty.  He stated that the consultation period had ended and that Sussex Police have objected to the proposal on the basis that it is unenforceable. The County Local Committee will be discussing this at their next meeting on 3rd November at 7pm in Ansty Village Hall. Residents can attend to express their support for the 30mph limit.


1. Apologies for absence.
Apologies were accepted from Caroline Birthwright, Katy Bourne and Simon Stokes.
2. Declarations of interest in items on the agenda.
Pete Bradbury and Jon Gilley both declared a prejudicial interest in agenda item 4 and will speak on the matter but leave the room for the vote.


3. Minutes of the meeting held on 12th July 2010.
The minutes were AGREED and signed by the Chairman.

4. New community building in Ansty.
Kaye provided a report from a meeting that was held last week with MSDC planning department. MSDC are contributing £5k to help get the project moving and are unlikely to object to the new building being located on the rec. It was suggested that ASPC, AVHT and AS&SC should each contribute £2k to bring the total to £11k. This will enable a Project Manager to be appointed and for plans to be drawn up.  The plans will go to public consultation before seeking planning permission. Funding options and legal issues will also need to be explored. It was suggested that a Steering Group should be set up to oversee this phase with 2 representatives from the Parish Council and 1 each from the Village Hall Trust and Sports and Social Club. 

MEETING CLOSED. The meeting was closed to enable members of the public to speak.

The following issues were raised by members of the public and answered by the Parish Council:
· What happens to the plans that have already been drawn up for the new village hall?  The new building will be a single building combining both village hall and sports and social club facilities.  Whilst the new building will be different from that planned for a village hall single project, those plans can be used to help inform the spec for the new community building.

· The village should be consulted on the new building.  The Ansty Village Hall Trust and the Ansty Sports and Social Club have already agreed in principle to a joint project to develop a single building with combined facilities.  The Parish Council recognise that public consultation is a very important part of the process and that funding and planning permission would be difficult to obtain without it. Once some drawings have been produced then a consultation event will be held in the village hall with the drawings displayed so that people can see what is proposed and express their views.  These views will be considered prior to the submission for planning permission. It is difficult to hold a consultation before the drawings are available because there would be nothing specific to discuss.

· What will happen to the money that has been raised by the Village Hall Trust for the original village hall build which is now not going ahead?  That is for the Village Hall Trust to decide.  The expectation is that it would be used to contribute towards the new building which will be providing village hall facilities.
· What will the Ansty Sports and Social Club contribute?  AS&SC have not been able to raise much money to date because they do not have security of tenure.  However, the lease is now being renegotiated and once that is complete then it is envisaged that considerable funds can be raised through sport related grants.

MEETING RE-OPENED
It was AGREED that Kaye Whiting and Crispin Salimbeni will both sit on the Steering Group and Liz Bennett will act as the clerk.

It was AGREED that the clerk’s hours will be increased. An additional 2 hours per week for the whole financial year were allowed for in the budget. None of this has been used and there are six months from October of the financial year left.  It was AGREED that the clerk’s hours will be increased by four per week from October.

Jon Gilley and Pete Bradbury declared a prejudicial interest and left the room for the next vote.  They both stated that they supported the motion that the Parish Council should contribute £2k to the get the project started.

It was AGREED that the Parish Council will contribute £2k to the project.
The clerk will write to AVHT and AS&SC to ask for a £2k contribution and for a nomination to sit on the Steering Group.

5. Speed limits in Staplefield and Brook Street.
The WSCC policy is now that 30mph should be the norm in villages in West Sussex, although this has not been implemented in Staplefield or Brook Street. Residents of Staplefield were consulted on whether a 30mph should be introduced: two supported the limit and 3 thought that there would be no point if it could not be enforced, nobody objected.  In Brook Street all residents were in favour with the exception of 2 residents who thought that it would be better to enforce the 40mph limit. The use of a flashing sign was also suggested. Pete Bradbury explained that these cost between £5k and £10k to install and that the County Council has no budget.
It was AGREED that the clerk will write to Pete Bradbury, in his role as County Councillor, to request that 30mph limits in Staplefield and Brook Street are placed on the agenda of the next County Local Committee.

In addition, a resident of Brantridge Lane has reported that it is very dangerous for her to walk her son to school along Brantridge Lane because there is no footway.  The current speed limit along there is 40mph and she has queried why it is not 20mph as it is outside other schools in the County. 

It was AGREED that the clerk will write to Pete Bradbury, in his role as County Councillor, to ask if there are any plans to implement a 20mph school safety zone outside St Marks School.  If not, then it might be possible to include Brantridge Lane within the proposed 30mph zone.


[Kaye Whiting made her apologies and left the meeting.]

6. Reports from meetings attended, not covered elsewhere on the agenda.
Pete Bradbury reported that the Chief Executive of WSCC, Mark Hammond, is on extended leave and Kieran Stigant is the interim CE.

7. F&GP Matters

a) Ansty village sign
Designs for a new village sign will be invited from anyone who is interested and these will be considered by the Council.  The Middy has expressed an interest in publicising this intiative and the clerk will write to the local artist who has expressed an interest in producing a new sign.
