PUBLIC SESSION

Mr Conway spoke regarding the application 10/00797/FUL for the siting of a mobile home at Parkgate Farm, Cleavers Lane. This application was refused and has now gone to appeal.  Mr Conway asked that the Parish Council write to the Planning Inspectorate to object to the appeal.

Brian Wright stated that he has written to the Planning Inspectorate as a private individual.

Meeting opened.
The clerk was asked to write to the Planning Inspectorate to make the objections that were made when the application first came under consideration.

1. Apologies for absence.
Apologies for lateness were accepted from Kaye Whiting.

2. Declarations of interest in items on the agenda.

3. Minutes of meeting held on 16th May 2011.

4. Planning Decisions from MSDC.
The following decisions were noted:
a. 11/00723/FUL Proposed new road bridge over railway line. Part of relief road stage 5. Granted.

b. 11/00933/FUL Slough Place Farm, Staplefield Road, Cuckfield. Proposed tennis court with hard surface. Granted.
c. 11/01011/FUL Sunnybrae, Valebridge Road. Application withdrawn.

d. 11/01181/FUL Dillions Cottage, Tanyard Lane, Staplefield. Granted.


5. Planning Applications: 
a. 11/1398/FUL Loganberrie Farm (Millfields Farm), Pickwell Lane. 4 bedroom farmer’s bungalow on existing sheep farm. The Committee object to this application because it is in a Countryside Area of Development Restrain and an AONB and so contravenes policies C1 and C4 of the MSDC Local Plan. The Committee would also like the Agricultural Officer to confirm whether this a viable sheep farm, because the site seems small and there appear to be no associated agricultural buildings. 
b. 11/01597/FUL and 11/01598/LBC the Ancient Farm, Bolney Road, Ansty. Proposed alterations and extensions. No objection.
c. 11/01501/Tree. Woodland at Valebridge Road, Burgess Hill. Fell two oaks. As a first step the Committee would like the canopy of the trees to be reduced by 40% to see if that has any effect on the building issues.  If not, then the trees could be felled.
6. Correspondence.
a. Parkgate Farm – an enforcement notice has been served and appeal lodged.
b. Letter re Northern Arc.  The Parish Council has received updates from Burgess Hill Town Council regarding the development, but has not made any policy decision regarding this.  There is currently no planning application to consider and it is mindful of predetermination.  The Council has however, asked that Burgess Hill Town Council consider the possibility of re-routing the A272 away from Ansty as part of the infrastructure changes.
c. Email from Claire Tester MSDC District Plan. This will be considered under item 8 of the Full Council meeting.
