1. Apologies for absence.
Apologies were accepted from Simon Stokes, Kaye Whiting.

2. Declarations of interest in items on the agenda.
None declared.


3. Minutes of meeting held on 14th June 2010.
The minutes were AGREED and signed by the Chairman.

4. Planning Decisions from MSDC.
The following decisions were noted:
a. 10/01306/FUL Littlefield House, Bolney Road, Ansty. Construction of detached ope sided three bay garage structure in front garden. Granted.

b. 10/01550/FUL Green Acres, Deaks Lane, Ansty. Amendment to application, enlarged first floor east extension. Granted.

5.  Planning Applications: 
It was agreed that the application for change of use at Sparks Farms would be considered first. 
a. CD/10/01723/COU Sparks Farm Playing Field, Staplefield Road, Cuckfield. Change of use from redundant playing fields to a log and wood chip store. 

The meeting was closed to allow Thomas Ogden and other members of the public to speak.  Thomas Ogden was speaking on behalf of Gerard Conway, a local resident.  He outlined the objections to the proposal which are also detailed in documents which have been circulated to Planning Committee members. 

The meeting was then re-opened and the Committee discussed the application.  It was AGREED that the Committee object to the application because it would have an adverse visual impact on the AONB.  If permission were to be granted then it would like to see restrictions placed on the lighting of bonfires and on the use of cutting machinery as well as specified opening times.
b. CD/10/01741/FUL Bramleys, Orchard Way, Warninglid. Replace entrance porch, rear and side extension and roof alteration. No objection.
c. CD/10/01757/FUL Old Hall, Brantridge Lane, Staplefield. Conversion and extension of existing outbuildings to create annexe accommodation, construction of a glazed link structure within the courtyard, and associated works. This is a re-submission of the withdrawn application reference 10/00071/FUL. The committee do not object to this application but remained concerned at the size and scale of the structure.


6. Update on developments at Parkgate Farm, Cleavers Lane.
The application for a mobile home has yet to be considered by the MSDC Planning Committee. 
7. Update on Fairbridge Way Gypsy development. 
Esther Quarm at WSCC has hand delivered a letter to Mrs Smith at Meadow Wood suggesting that she might wish to apply for a place at the new Fairbridge Way Gypsy development.
