However, the Government has advised caution and so
the Clerk will ask the clubs if they wish to book the pavilion when they are
playing matches.

b. Broken Bridge Barrier. The broken barrier that has been repeatedly reported to
WSCC Highways was temporarily fixed with cable ties. The ties have broken
again and so the Clerk will report it to Highways.

c. Fingerposts. The Clerk was asked to request a meeting with the fingerpost
contractor.
